Tips for Eating at Restaurants When 
Following a Gluten-Free Diet 

❱ �Do some homework before going to the restaurant:

	 • On-line search for menu

	 • Download the Find Me Gluten Free app

	 • Bring some items with you

❱ �Call ahead and talk to the chef if possible.

	 • Try to avoid calling during peak dining hours

❱ �Always identify yourself as having celiac disease or a gluten allergy.

❱ �Always ask the chef or manager about preparation methods.
